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HIGH PROFILE CASES

Upon consideration of the public and media interest in the proceedings in this
matter, the Court, in the exercise of its inherent power to provide for the orderly
disposition of this case, hereby enters the following orders pertaining to the conduct of
proceedlngs in this matter. All persons are advised that the privacy of any alleged victim
is of significant importance to this Court. Consistent with Arizona law, the media and all
other persons are encouraged not to broadcast, publish or otherwise disseminate the
image or name of any such person. Also of significant importance is the Court's intent to
preserve the processes by which a fair trial may be conducted. Any inappropriate
attempts to disrupt that process may result in exclusion from further proceedings and/or
other legal sanctions. To that end, all persons must recognize that the Mohave County
Superior Courthouse and the individual courtrooms are not designed for proceedings
that have genérated public interest and therefore, reasonable accommodation and
coordination is necessitated. At all times, access to and movement within the Mohave
County Superior Court must remain available for the conduct of the normal business of
the Court. Specific requests for expanded media coverage are required for each hearing
or proceeding for which such coverage is being requested and shall be addressed by
separate order. The media, members of the public having gained access to the Mohave
County Superlor Court, parties and their legal representatives, and agents thereof shall
at all times be subject to this Administrative Order to the extent that it is not inconsistent
with any other specific court order. This Order shall apply to all proceedings and other
scheduled matters in these cases until further order of this Court. “Proceeding” means
any trial, hearlng, or any other matter held in open court that the public is entitled to

attend.

1. The following restrictions shall apply to the public areas within and adjacent to
the Mohave County Superior Courthouse which is comprised as follows: the
areas comprised of the courtrooms, clerks’ offices, judges’ chambers and
hallways adjacent thereto (Courthouse) all surrounding lawns; all public grounds;
and all parking areas within one block of the courthouse. In addition other
authorltles may institute other restrictions for the public safety of the community.

A. All electronic devices, including but not limited to computers, cameras, cell
phones, video phones, tape recorders or other listening, recording,
broadcasting or transmitting devices, shall be barred from the Courthouse
except as set forth here and below or as permitted by a subsequent media
coverage order. Any person who attempts to or does operate any
proh!blted device(s) within the Courthouse shall be removed from the



premises and the device(s) shall be confiscated. This provision shall not
apply to employees of the Court or the Mohave County Sheriff's Office, or
to. other law enforcement personnel in the Mohave County Superior
Courthouse, for law enforcement purposes.

No interviews shall be conducted within the Courthouse.

. There shall be no photography, transmitting or recording of any kind
within the Courthouse, except as set forth here and below or as permitted
by a subsequent media coverage order. This restriction includes
photographs, transmissions or recordings of persons inside the
Courthouse even if taken or obtained from outside the Courthouse.
Nothing in this Order prohibits the press from taking photographs or
videotaping into the courthouse through the glass doors. But no
photography or videotaping that is intended to capture inside images shall
be permitted through any other window or door of the courthouse.

. The media and members of the public may photograph or videograph
persons as they come and go from the Courthouse, except victims or
persons known or identified to be summoned or selected jurors may not
be photographed or videographed. Selected jurors will be given a juror
badge and any such person displaying the badge shall not be
photographed or videographed. Any summoned juror who displays a jury
summons upon entrance to the Courthouse shall not be photographed or
videographed. If they are photographed or videographed before
determined to be a summoned or selected juror, their image shall not be
dlgpiayed distributed, or identified as a juror.

. The flow of pedestrian or vehicular traffic outside the Courthouse may not
be impeded. At all times there shall be clear passage and entry into the
Courthouse for all persons who conduct business with the court. There
shall be no obstructions to clear passage through the public hallway in the
Courthouse. At all times there shall be clear passage and entry for
Sheriff's and other emergency vehicles through the parking lots, entrances
and roadways leading to and from the Mohave County Superior

Cour‘chouse

: No member of the public or media shall conduct or attempt to conduct any
interview of any party (including Defendant), designated witness or
attorney engaged in the case at the Mohave County Superior Courthouse
within the presence of any persons known to be a prospective or selected
juror. Persons known or identified to be summoned or selected jurors shall
not be approached, contacted, questioned, interviewed or harassed,
whether on or off the premises of the Mohave County Superior
Courthouse, about the prospective service, qualifications, opinions or any
other matter concerning this case until such time as the summoned or
selected juror has been discharged from jury service.
