The Court provides Mr. Coughlin with the e-mail of its Judicial Assistant so that he can submit the Notice to 

the Court. 
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Parties are authorized to appear via zoom and the court notes its preference that Parties appear by zoom 

video. 

Mr. Oehler requests that Mr. Coughlin provide his filings for the hearing at a reasonable time.  

The Court directs Mr. Coughlin to submit his objection to the Oral Motion to Dismiss no later than Tuesday, 

August 30, 2022. 

The Court directs Mr. Oehler to file his objections to the Notice received by Mr. Coughlin no later than 

August 20, 2022.
